NEEDED TOOLS

Safety Glasses Pencil (with Eraser) DrillMwith 1/8" Bit) Screwdriver (Philips)  Allen Wrench (2.5mm) Bubble Level

TOWEL RING / ROBE HOOK / SINGLE PoOsT T.P. HOLDER / CuP HOLDER / SOAP DISH

1) Hold the item on the wall where desired. With a pencil, lightly trace completely around the
base of the item (see figure 1). Remove the item. Loosen the set screw holding the body to the
base and slide the base away from the body (see figure 2). Hold the base back on the wall in the
outline drawn. With the pencil, mark the locations of the base’s screw holes on the wall (see
figure 3). Carefully erase the pencil line from tracing around the base.

2 2) Secure the base to the wall. For mounting into wood, fiberglass, or other solid surface, drill a
1/8" starter hole and attach the base to the wall as shown with the provided screws (see figure 4).

~J 3) Slide the body back onto the base with the set screw pointing down (see figure 5). Tighten

the set screw to secure the body to the base.

18" TOWEL BAR / 24" ToWEL BAR / DOUBLE POsST T.P. HOLDER

1) Hold the complete assembly on the wall where desired. USE A BUBBLE LEVEL TO INSURE
THAT THE BAR IS LEVEL. Note: For the Double Post T.P. Holder, the posts must be positioned
slightly “in” to ensure tension on the roller. With a pencil, lightly trace completely around the
bases of both posts (see figure 1). Remove the item. Loosen the set screw holding the bodies to
the bases and slide the bases away from the bodies (see figure 2). Hold the bases back on the
wall in the outlines drawn. With the pencil, mark the locations of the bases’ screw holes on the
wall (see figure 3). Carefully erase the pencil line from tracing around the bases.

2) Secure the bases to the wall. For mounting into wood, fiberglass, or other solid surface, drill
a 1/8" starter hole and attach the bases to the wall as shown with the provided screws (see figure
4).

3) Slide the bodies back onto the bases with the set screws pointing down (see figure 5). If both
bodies do not properly align with the bases, one or both bases may need to be slightly adjusted.
Slightly loosen the mounting screws securing one of the bases to the wall, allowing the base to
shift positioning within the mounting screws, correct the base’s location on the wall and re-tighten
the mounting screws. Tighten the set screws to secure the bodies to the bases.
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PROPER FINISH CARE

Your new faucet or accessory is protected by a
clear-coat. To clean it, you only need to wipe it
with a damp, soft cloth. NEVER use any
abrasive cleaners, steel wool, or chemicals
(including alcohol or ammonia), as they will
harm the finish and void your warranty. If the
item will be installed in a salt-air environment
(boat exterior), regular cleaning with gentle
soap and carnauba wax will prolong the life of
the finish.
