1) Set the flip body assembly with the thin gasket in the drain hole in the sink.  NOTE: The thin 
gasket is supplied for your convenience, however, we recommend using plumber’s putty (not 
included) instead of the gasket.  Do not use both the gasket and plumber’s putty.

2) From under the sink, verify the overflow intake holes on the flip body assembly properly align 
with the overflow gap in the sink.  Overflow intake holes should not extend below the gap, or 
water may leak out from the intake holes.  Slide the thick rubber gasket up onto the threaded flip 
body assembly.  Screw the lock nut onto the flip body assembly and tighten.

3)  Securely waste line.  This procedure will vary depending on the type of waste line being used. 
Use the included 1 1/4” adapter if needed, if not, it may be discarded.  Use Teflon tape (not 
included) on the threads to prevent leaks.
